       Happy Fall, Yôall!! Fall is 

always a time for a fresh start 

getting back to school or whatever life brings you. We are blessed with a 

fresh start in our congregation by welcoming Pastor Beebe and Melissa.  

Actually September is National Cholesterol Education Month. Your blood  

cholesterol level has a lot to do with your chances of getting heart disease. 

The higher your blood cholesterol level, the greater your risk for developing 

heart disease. Heart disease is the number one killer of women and men in the U.S. 

Buildup of cholesterol causes ñhardening of the arteriesò, so the arteries become narrowed 

and oxygen cannot reach your heart. Cholesterol lowering is important for everyone,   

especially in this age of fast food. Everyone age 20 or older should have their cholesterol 

checked at least every 5 yearsðcheck with your doctor. To be accurate, lab work should 

be done after not eating for 9-12 hours. TLC is a set of things you can do to help lower 

your LDL (bad)  cholesterol. You can do something about your diet, weight and           

exerciseðlow fat diet, weight loss and regular physical activity (30 minutes/day).

Institute, and Dept. of Health & Human Services. These sites have a wealth of informa-

tion, including healthy recipes for your family.
